June 24, 2013 MDE's powerpoint training presentation has been updated to cover 

the 2011 regulations and new Standards.  The powerpoint has also 

been transcribed into a video by Michael Gebreyesus for online 

viewing and includes narrations from Program staff.  The online 

web application is being tested in-house for errors prior to being 

released for public participation.  Currently there are 30,000 

certified personnel in the State that will need to be re-certified 

under the new regulations.  The Program has been discussing with 

the OAG the possibility of charging for online training and 

certification.
