On February 28, 2019, the Maryland Department of the Environment (“MDE” or “the Department”)
held a public informational hearing regarding the required State permits for the above project.

As announced at the hearing, the public comment period for this project was scheduled to end
March 15, 2019. However, due to the public interest in this project and to make sure that any
changes to the final levee design that are being contemplated in the Dam Safety permitting process
gets incorporated into the Department’s hydraulic modeling for the project, the public comment
period for this project has been extended. The ultimate date for the close of the comment period will
depend upon how quickly the final levee design can be determined, modeled and these models can
be reviewed by the Department. The public comment period will extend until at least Friday,

April 26, 2019. Any extension past this date will be announced on our website.
